After a three-year hiatus, the
Annandale Expo is back on
Saturday, April 9. Due to

the COVID-19 pandemic, the
expo was canceled in 2020 and
2021.

“We’re excited to welcome
everyone back,” said Annandale
Chamber of Commerce President
and Expo Committee Chairperson
Jeremy Wheeler.

The 24th rendition of the expo
runs from 8 a.m. to 1 p.m. on
Saturday, April 9, at Annandale
High School. It will include about
60 businesses, organizations, clubs,
churches and more from the Heart
of the Lakes region, along with a
variety of
entertain-
ment.

“It’s been
three years, so
we’re excited
to be back,”
Wheeler said.
“The expo is a
longtime rite
of spring for
the community and a way to kick-
off the spring and summer seasons.
We welcome everyone back and
newcomers as well. Annandale has
a lot to offer, and this is a way for
folks to see everything in one
place.”

There is no admission charge to
the Annandale Area Chamber of
Commerce-sponsored event.

Visitors can learn about the
services offered by area businesses,

hear and see live enter-
tainment, sample food, take part in
health screenings, watch demon-
strations, take the kids to the
game area, play laser tag and much
more. 

Longtime Chairperson Mike
Zieska has stepped down from the
chairperson duties but he is still
active on the committee. Zieska
said the beauty of the Annandale
event is that it encompasses nearly
all aspects of the community.

“It’s more than just for business.
It’s a community expo,” he said.
“Everybody takes ownership in it,
because it grows the community. 

“It’s kind of like an Annandale
get-together.

From the Minnesota Board of

Water and Soil Resources

The Clearwater River Water-

shed District’s (CRWD)

decades-long cooperation with

landowners, cities, state and fed-

eral agencies to improve water

quality has resulted in two

South Haven area lakes’ removal

from the impaired waters list re-

cently: Lake Augusta and Union

Lake.
“It means we’re on the right

track. Everything we’ve done has

been to do that, and if it’s hap-

pening we must be on the right

track,” said Bob Schiefelbein,

CRWD Board president and a

Meeker Soil & Water Conserva-

tion District board member

whose family beef farm borders

the Clearwater River in

Kingston Township

17 more throughout the three-

county, 159-square-mile water-

shed, sits on the Wright-Meeker

county line. Both were impaired

for nutrients.
When the CRWD was

founded in 1975, Lake Augusta’s

nutrient levels were sometimes

five times higher than the ac-

algae blooms.
Phosphorus concentrations

have declined. From 2016

through 2021, average levels

were below the deep-lake thresh-

old of 40 micrograms per liter.

Water clarity also shows a posi-

tive trend, with average Secchi

disk readings bettering the deep-
