South Haven
Situated near the west-

ern edge 
of Wright 
County is 
South Haven, 
a city of just 
under 200 
people located 
fi ve miles 
northwest of 
Annandale on 
Highway 55. 
Th e communi-
ty features restaurants and 
other stores and is close to 
several resorts and public 
water areas.

A city park includes a 
baseball fi eld and play-
ground equipment for 
children, which could be 
upgraded this summer. Th e 
city also has a wastewater 
treatment plant and sewer 
system that serves about 90 
homes and businesses.

In 2013 the city completed 
construction of a new city 
hall-community building 
on Main Street. Th e new 
hall has brought an updated 
look to the community and 
is used for government and 
community activities. 

South Haven has an active 
fi re department, which 
formed a rescue squad in 
2007 that responds to car 
crashes and other emergen-
cies. Th e department hosts 
its annual smelt fry in early 
May.

One of the city’s biggest 
annual events is the South 
Haven Sportsmen’s Club fi sh 

fry, which has been held in 
early April every year since 
1938. Th e event typically at-
tracts well over 1,000 visitors 
at the fi re hall.

Th e city is undergoing a 
major reconstruction project 
with utility services, includ-
ing water and sewer and 
major street renovation. A 
new water tower is also in 
the works.

Bedrock Bar and Grill is 
a Main Street fi xture, and 
South Haven Tesoro car-
ries groceries, gas, bait and 
much more. Th e former 
Mom’s Cafe is now a popular 
Mexican restarant, the Aga-
ve Mexican Restaurant.

LOCAL EVENTS

Annandale may be known 
primarily for its lakes and 
summer life, but com-

munity events are not limited 
strictly to the warm weather 
months. In fact, the number of 
things to do around the area, 
particularly during the Hallow-
een and Christmas seasons, is 
scarcely less than one might 
hope for between Memorial Day 
and Labor Day.

After a fl urry of back-to-
school events in September, the 
area’s fall and winter schedule 
really hits its stride in October. 
Stroll Main Street or Minneso-
ta Pioneer Park for the annual 
Halloween events at those lo-
cations, or head over to Annan-
dale Elementary for its Monster 
Mash night.

November includes high 
school  musical concerts and 
the kickoff  to the Christmas sea-
son, with the tree lighting event 
at Clock Tower Park on Small 
Business Saturday.

December is one of Annan-
dale’s busiest times of the year. 
It is highlighted by numerous 
opportunities to meet Santa, 
an increasingly popular Main 

Street Holiday complete with a 
lighted parade, and the annual 
visit from the Canadian Pacifi c 
Holiday Train that attracts up to 
3,500 people when it stops at the 
Oak Avenue crossing. Th e train 
will make a return this year on 
Wednesday, Dec. 13. Bring a 
food shelf item and enjoy the 
fun!

January and February typical-
ly bring multiple ice fi shing 

contests and good conditions 
to try skiing, snowshoeing or 
any number of outdoor ac-
tivities at some of the area’s 
beautiful parks. Nearby Powder 
Ridge provides area residents a 
relatively unique opportunity to 
enjoy downhill skiing and more.

By March, a few of Annan-
dale’s high school sports teams 
are typically making deep play-
off  pushes, and opportunities to 
gather with neighbors continue. 

April brings Easter egg hunts 
in Annandale and South Haven, 
as stubborn winter begins to 
loosen its grip. Lakes thaw, 
snow recedes and the Heart of 
the Lakes throbs in anticipation 
of summer, of warmth, of new 
life.

alone enterprise or a portion ofa legally permitted use withinan establishment.

Since the Holiday Train program launched in 1999, it has 
raised more than $21 million and collected 5 million pounds 
of food for community food banks across North America.

Th ere is a haunting mystery in 
the star-fi lled skies viewed far 
from the city lights on a frozen 
lake at night. Th ere is an aching 
silence in the breeze, which 
bears none of the busy noises 
of a summer evening. Th ere are 
no croaking frogs or buzzing 
insects, no bedtime bird songs, 
only the soft sigh of loose snow 
sliding across the hardened 
crust that caps earlier snowfalls, 
and the occasional groan or 
crack of shifting ice.

Time spent outdoors in the 
winter, appreciating a new 
world that cannot be duplicated 
at any other time of year, quick-
ens the senses to small glimpses 
of life and movement: the ripple 
of water in a partially frozen 
stream, the sight of a cardinal 
or blue jay against the drab 
backdrop of skeletal trees, or the 
shadow of a deer slipping into a 
thicket.

Life is diff erent in the Heart of 
the Lakes when summer fades, 
but it is no less beautiful. Go 
forth and explore.

Ask just about anyone, and 
you’ll hear that hunting 
and fi shing are favorite 

pastimes around the Annandale 
region. With 26 lakes in a 10-
mile radius of the city, fi shing 
opportunities are limited only 
by an angler’s endurance. 

Woodlands, wetlands and 
plenty of open space also make 
hunting a profi table endeavor in 
the area.

Athletic opportunities 
abound as well, with unique 
features like Powder Ridge just 
a few miles up the road, in Kim-
ball, a hockey rink and plenty of 
gym space in town, and much 
more.

Cross country skiing, snow-
shoeing, skating and other 
opportunities are off ered at 
some of the area’s parks. Lake 
Maria State Park in Silver Creek 
Township is one of the area’s 
true gems, with many miles of 
trails that have made the park a 
popular winter destination. 

Robert Ney Memorial Park 
Reserve near Maple Lake is 
one of the fi nest cross country 
skiing areas in the county, and 
equipment rentals are available 
during certain hours. Th e park 

is also a wonderful place to take 
in the fall colors with a hike.

Th e same can be said for 
Stanley Eddy Memorial Park 
Reserve in French Lake Town-
ship, which off ers a more 
rugged landscape to challenge 
skiers and hikers alike. Explore 
the trails far enough, and you’ll 
soon fi nd yourself at the high-
est point of elevation in Wright 
County.

Snowmobiling is a popular 
winter pastime as well. Th e 
Wright County Snowmobile 
Association is the main orga-
nizing body for snowmobilers in 
the region, but the Annandale 
area has a few clubs of its own, 
including the Snow Haven Drift 
Demons and the Annandale 
Snowmobile Club.

A tale of two basins

It was an invitation from a couple of fellow anglers that 
brought me to this small, central Minnesota lake. It was 
a body of water I had never fi shed before and lacked a 

public access. Because of this, I was told it received very little 
fi shing pressure in the winter months.

After we rendezvoused at a family residence on the lake, 
we discussed the crappie fi shing options that were available 
to us. According to the map, there were two deep basins in 
the lake that bottomed out around 30 feet. My hosts sug-
gested we try the smaller of the two basins because they had 
caught crappies there in the past.

Th e wheeler ride down the steep embankment was inter-
esting, to say the least. If we received any more snow, the 
pathway to the lake would become impassable. Once on the 
ice we began the process of searching for fi sh. 

Being able to work as a team to locate fi sh is always a nice 
option. With a couple of people drilling holes and the third 
checking the depth and looking for suspended fi sh with a 
Vexilar, it is possible to cover considerable water in a hurry. 

I am a big fan of targeting deep basins for crappies in the 
winter months. Unless the water is gin clear, crappies will 
head to deep water to spend the winter. Th e depth off ers 
some security to the fi sh as well as supplying them with an 
ample number of invertebrates for food.

I rarely fi nd the fi sh suspended over the deepest part of the 
basin. Typically, they will be located on the slope where the 
depth is just a little shallower. Th is is exactly where we found 
the fi rst group of fi sh.

After catching a number of crappies, we realized these fi sh 
were all small. Six-inch crappies bode well for future years 
of fi shing but really weren’t what we were interested in. We 
opted to move to the second basin.

According to the map, there was a distinct fi nger of deep 
water that protruded out from the basin. Since fi sh seem to 
be attracted to something in their environment that is a little 
diff erent, we decided to give this oddity in the structure a 
try. It was a good decision!

It took very little time for us to locate suspended fi sh. 
Although the crappies were not monster fi sh, they ranged 
in size from ten-to-eleven-inches. Th at is perfect for fi sh I 
like to eat. A drop kick jig tipped with plastic brought lots of 
action. 

Finding fi sh in the winter months is always a challenge for 
anglers. For this reason, I keep targeting deep basins when 
searching out crappies. Th e trick can be fi nding the part of 
the basin the fi sh are using. Once I do locate fi sh, I mark the 
spot on my GPS as crappies will typically use the same gen-
eral area each winter. 

As for the small lake we targeted on this outing, I found 
it interesting that one of the basins held small crappies and 
the other had bigger fi sh. Although they appeared to be very 
similar to us, the fi sh thought diff erently. 

Our success for the day was defi nitely due to the fact we 
did not give up and continued searching for fi sh. As it turned 
out, this fi shing trip was truly a tale of two basins.
